 “Branch” is used in 
terms of a genealogical 
sense
– Certain person belongs 

to or descends from a 
family line

– “Heir, Descendant, Seed 
or Family Tree”

Jesse, and a Branch (hoter) shall grow out of his 
roots.”

– Context – The Messiah will descend from the line of 
Jesse, the father of David.
