his head; he put on garments of vengeance 
for clothing, and wrapped himself in zeal as 
a cloak.”

Godly Zeal



 How do we develop zeal for God?
 Ecclesiastes 7:15-18

 “…righteousness man perishes in his 
righteousness….”

 Perishes - ’ābad; Strong’s #6 – dependent upon 
the context – death or to wander (not handling a 
trial or life, well)

 Super-righteousness is dangerous, because it is a 
deceptive form of evil. It can develop from a 
resolve to obey God better, but those efforts are 
allowed to get out of control.

commandments of God, you hold to the 
traditions of men.”
